Each 
player hits his second 
shot. They then select the 
best of the second shots, 

and from that point until 
the ball is holed they play 
only one ball in an alter-
nate shot format. In this 
team format there are no 
free rides. Each partner 
plays half of the strokes 
that count.

Shippen Cup stroke play 
honors with net 70’s; Mel 
Knight/Walter Frye, Greg 
Ward/George Weekes 
and Keith Kirkland/Cleve 
Eatman. These three 
teams also won their Ship-
pen Cup matches putting 
the six team members at 
the top of the Shippen 
Cup point list.
