The Baychester team re-
bounded to take the back 
(2 up) and total for 2 
points. 

In the last match the Ball 
Striker team of Greg Ward 
and Tony Jenkins waited 
for Baychester’s Cedric 
Hercules and Frank 
McDonald. Hercules and 
McDonald never made it. 
Dave Womack, who was a 
late scratch, arrived unex-
pectedly in time for the last 
tee time.  The Strikers sent 
Tony Jenkins out to repre-
sent in this individual 
match. Jenkins took the 
front up 2 and the back up 
5 for 3 points.  

The Ball Strikers and Bay-
chester clubs mutually 
agreed that the final 
“impromptu” individual 
match was unfair as Tony 
Jenkins is an 8 handicap 
and Dave Womack is a 19. 
We also agreed to calling 
the otherwise very competi-
tive  club match a 6-6 draw.
